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Australian National Rabbit Council Inc. Extravaganza 2016 Rabbit Auction Rules

* Rabbits can be donated in whole to auction or donor can ask for a maximum 50% of sale price. This will be noted at the time of the rabbit’s advertisement.  

* A reserve will be $100 for 1 rabbit, $150 if it is a pair 

* Rabbits donated need to be of sound health and will be subject to the same vetting procedure as all exhibits. If a rabbit is found not to be of sound health then it shall not be eligible for auction.  Donations MUST be a minimum of 10 WEEKS at the time of auction. 

* Donor shall be expected to arrange for transport of rabbit to auction. Successful bidder of rabbit is responsible for transport home. 

* People who are not in attendance on the day can make a bid on a rabbit by submitting a final bid no less than 48hrs before auction via email, so it’s in writing and on a biding form (this needs to be emailed before 7pm Wednesday the 27th of April 2016 to: rbavconvention@gmail.com. There will be no disclosure of bids, people will be asked to put their highest bid forward only. 

* Rabbits will be auctioned in a random order.

* Minimum bids must be in $5 increments

* Animal must be paid for in full prior to leaving the venue on auction day.  

* Auction stock will be advertised via the National Rabbit Extravaganza Facebook page as soon as appropriate information and photos are provided by donors to officials.
* People wanting to bid will need to register prior to auction and have a number that needs to be displayed clearly during bidding 

* Rabbits will only be sold to Club Member’s. 
* We will happily accept other items rabbit related items for auction also.
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
